This article doesn't delve into the
historical or factual analyses of child
labour or examine conceptual
analyses of the concept. Instead, it
briefly introduces child labour,
emphasizing observation and critical
thinking. A child, often unaware of
their rights, lack an understanding of
what is right or wrong, good or bad,
and thus, lose their childhood without
comprehension. They simply follow
parental and societal orders, striving
for survival day by day. Consequently,
they unknowingly lose their childhood,
and we, as a society, lose a generation.

"Childhood" - what a beautiful word!
This stage is universally cherished for
its lack of responsibilities, tensions,
and complications. At the same time,
this stage is for the overall
development of the child’s personality.
Their physical, mental, psychological,
and ethical ideals are established
throughout this stage. However,
children who work during these
formative years miss out on the
opportunities to reach their full
potential and enjoy the pleasures of a
carefree  childhood. They are
compelled to carry out a variety of
difficult jobs instead of obtaining a
formal education, which leads to what
is referred to as child labour.

What criteria decide’ whether a child is
considered a child labourer? At this point, there
isn't a definition of child labour that is accepted
by all countries. Any type of work that deprives
children under the age of 18 of their normal
childhood, potential,’and dignity and.adversely
affects their physical, as well as mental
development is categorized 4s child labour
(International Labour Organization (ILO)). It
pertains to work that is mentally or morally
perilous and harmful to children. Like many
other countries, India struggles with difficulties
such as poverty, inadequate social support,
and restricted educational possibilities,
increasing problems like child labour.

When examining this issue, it becomes evident
that numerous children are subjected to forced
labour or manipulation, compelling them to
engage in various industrial and other
activities. The circumstances under which a
child is considered a victim of child labour vary
across societies due to their diverse nature.
When we look more closely, we can see how
prevalent child labour is in our society. This
article mainly discusses three perspectives:
child labour among girls, child labour on the
streets, and child labour that is voluntary or
coerced.

Street children are minors who' often
do not have adequate ‘housing to live
in and work on the streets, To survive,
they engage in awarfety of tasks like

begging and selling goods.
Additionally, ~ we find children
employed in various workshops,

construction  sites, hotels, and
agriculture, as these are common and
conspicuous places of child labour.
Reflecting on the environment, one is
confronted with a distressing reality.
Many of these children enter such
work voluntarily or under coercion,
often without comprehending the
long-term consequences.

Gender inequality has a substantial
effect on girls' psychological health.
Mainstream political analysts have
frequently overlooked the nuanced
topic of gender disparities, Aristotle's
outright exclusion of women from
political involvement as well as
Rousseau's claims that women should
receive separate education and should
not participate in civic life.
Consequently, feminist figures such as

Simone de Beauvoir and Mary
Wollstonecraft have courageously
championed these issues. Girl

children face heightened vulnerability
to physical ailments, particularly
concerning sexual activity and
substance abuse. Teenage pregnancy
is almost universal among girls. Girls
have particular difficulties concerning
menstrual  hygiene,  reproductive
health, and lack of access to sanitary
facilities. In circumstances when girls
become moms at a young age, they
also face challenges in receiving
essential healthcare services, such as
prenatal and postnatal care.

Due to cultural beliefs or patriarchy about their
fragility and their increased vulnerability, they
are more likely to be the victims of sexual
exploitation and“human' trafficking. Although
physical violencexcan alsohappen to young
boys, it's important:to understand<that the
kinds and degree of thése incidents can greatly
vary. These girls’ childreniare among the most
deprived; they usually have no access to health
care or education.

Who bears responsibility for this issue? Is it the
parents, society, government, educational
institutions, or even the children themselves?
Why does child labour persist despite the
implementation of various rules, acts, and
governmental schemes? Why is there a lack of
awareness regarding these issues despite their
occurrence in our daily lives? Can we assert
that child labour signifies a failure of the
education institution? It's notable that children
are often found engaged in construction
activities  within  educational institutions.
Poverty and other socioeconomic factors
undoubtedly play a significant role in this issue.
Alternatively, is it the culpability of parents for
failing to adequately care for their children? Or
perhaps it's the pervasive mentality of
patriarchy that serves as the primary
underlying cause? Just observe, think about it,
and evaluate this issue from your own
viewpoint. This article does not aim to provide
a solution to the problem. However, when the
causes and circumstances are considered, it
becomes clear that we have lost a generation,
putting our country's future at risk.
