AS MEDIUM OF INSTRUCTION

Introduction: An ever-increasing popularity of English as the international
language results in opening of large numbers of academies in private sector in both rural
and urban areas across the country to which the state of Assam is not an exception. The
genesis of the tendency towards English language, however has a long history dated
back to the pre — British reign in India when the East India Company was running its
business in east Asian countries. The tendency of imitating English language and culture
has increased enormously over the past few decades resulting in a tremendous growth of
English mania among the educated section of Indian people. The technological
advancement and globalization also offer more tendency to go forth with the foreign
language background right from the earliest stage of schooling. As a consequence, the
number of children learning in English language rather than their mother tongue is
growing rapidly.

On the other hand, education in mother tongue is going through a critical age now
a days as elites and even the poor people have lost their interest in the regional language
schools which are runing by the state governments. This is because of the fear that the
public sector schools may no longer be fit for the global needs of multi cultural
assimilation and higher education in foreign institutes with a job guaranty and so on.

Researches done all in this regard suggest that engaging marginalized and dropout

children in school through mother tongue based multilingual education is a successful
model to ensure participation of the parents, teachers, students and community at large in
education of their children. This is because most of the developed nations have their
medium of education in their mother tongue. Mahatma Gandhi said mother tongue

medium school is the noblest activity any one can and must do in India. '
A mother tongue policy for primary education is often perceived as difficult when

many languages are present. It is also difficult to unite groups without a common
language in school. Ideally we should have a blend of a second language preferably
English and mother tongue where parents and teachers can and should play their roles
bridging the gaps between learning at home and school.

Introduction: A well-defined and futuristic education policy is a must for every
country because education is the key driver of economic and social progress. Taking into
account their respective traditions and culture, different countries have adopted varied
education systems. Recently, the Government of India took a giant leap forward by
announcing its new education policy. The National Education Policy 2020 (NEP 2020),
almost three decades after the last major revision was made to the policy in 1986. The
NEP 2020 is the first education policy of the 21st century in India and replaces the thirty-
four year old National Policy on Education of 1986. Built on the foundational pillars of
Access, Equity, Quality, Afford ability and Accountability, this policy is aligned to the
2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development and aims to transform India into a vibrant
knowledge society and global knowledge superpower by making both school and
college education more holistic, flexible, multi disciplinary, suited to 2 1st century needs
and global standards. In spite of its some impediments in implementation, the new
education policy is a positive re-imagination of India's existing education regime.

Biomimetics is an empirical idea that concerns with the transformation of
biological ideas and analogues into technological assets [1]. The term “biomimetics’ was
first coined by the polyhistor Otto Schmitt in the 1950s. In the subsequent years, he used
the word biomimetic in the title of a paper [2]; the term gained its popularity with the
following definition in 1974, “The study of the formation, structure, or function of
biologically produced substances and materials (as enzymes or silk) and biological
mechanisms and processes (as protein synthesis or photosynthesis) especially for the
purpose of synthesizing similar products by artificial mechanisms which mimic natura]
ones” [3]. Biomimetics is thus a relatively new field of study, that has led to some
significant and successful devices and concepts over the past few decades based on the
technological aspects of biological processes [4-7]. The design of self-cleaning paint
Lotusan is inspired from lotus leaves [8]. On the basis of experimental data acquired
from plants with microscopically smooth surface and coarse waterrepellent plants,
Barthlott and Neinhuis showed that the interdependency of surface roughness, reduced
particle adhesion, and increased water repellency, plays a crucial role in enhancing the
self-cleaning nature of various biological surfaces [8]. The inclusion of neuroethological
characteristics into robotic models have also been achieved based on cricket sound
localization; especially used by female cricket species to locate conspecific males in the
vicinity by following the sound produced by the rapidly vibrating wings of the latter [9].
Drag reducing swimsuits based on scaly-textured shark skins and imitation of spider-
web silk which can be five times tougher than steel, and stretch 30-40% without breaking
are also among the common examples of biomimetic applications [10-13].
